
LENT, HOLY WEEK & EASTER 2025 
 
The season of Lent is a time of spiritual preparation and renewal for the 
celebration of Holy Week and Easter, the most important days in the Christian 
Year. All who belong to God’s Holy Church are encouraged to keep a good Lent 
and to take a full part in the celebrations marking the days when Our Lord Jesus 
Christ suffered, died and rose again for us.  
 
LENT In the season of Lent we recall the 40 days and 40 nights in which Our Lord 
Jesus Christ fasted and prayed in the desert. Following his example, Christians are 
encouraged to do three things during Lent: 
 
To fast – usually by giving something up (e.g. chocolate, biscuits, alcohol) during 
Lent. Each of us are asked to think about a small sacrifice we can make in Lent so 
as to remember the temptations endured by Christ in the desert and the sacrifice 
of Himself for us on the Cross. 
 
To pray – to make an extra effort to attend Mass on Sundays and also during the 
week and to put time aside for personal prayer at home. We are blessed at S. 
Augustine’s Church to have the opportunity to worship and pray at Mass, not only 
on Sundays but during the week too. The times of weekday Masses can be found

To give alms – to give financial support to those in need.  
During Lent S. Augustine’s Church will be supporting the charity ‘Mission Direct’ 
which gives support to the work of mission and community projects in the 
poorest of our parishes.
